


@ Beneath The Bridge
&¥ Salwein Creek flows
into the north lagoon
on its way to the Vedder
River. This stream is
one of only eight sites
in the world where an
endangered fish species
called the Salish Sucker
(Catostomus sp.) is
found. Salish Suckers
have mouths like vacuum
cleaners that suck up food
from the bottom of the
stream. What kind of food
do you think they find?

oEast Blind

As you approach

this camouflaged shelter,
notice the exposed roots
of a large tree. Although
the tree has been dead for
a long time; it is covered
with all kinds of living
things like Licorice ferns
(Polypodium glycyrrhiza),
mosses and fungi. The
blind is a great place to
quietly watch many kinds
of waterfowl. Can you
spot the nest boxes for
Wood ducks?



lackberry Brambles
You can tell by its

name that Himalayan
blackberry (Rubus
discolor) is an introduced
species. Although
Himalayan blackberry,
with its stout prickles,
provides fruit for birds
(and people) and
shelter for birds and
small mammals, it has
become quite invasive
and displaces valuable
native berry bushes. Look
around for a few standing,
dead trees. These provide
good homes for several
bird species. Do you
see any woodpeckers or
hawks?

awning Channels
The Salwein Wetlands
Restoration Project has
carefully engineered
streams and ponds
that create a variety of
spawning and rearing
hahitat for salmon. In the
fall, watch for adult Pink
salmon (Oncorhynchus
gorbushcha) or Coho
salmon (Oncorhynchus
kisutch). In the spring, you
can see schools of young
salmon, called fry.



ol';'lhe Riparian Zone is

the area next to streams,
ponds and lakes. Here,
willows and other wetlan
shrubs provide food and
shelter for a variety of
birds and insects. The
Insects, in turn, become
food for fish and birds.
Watch for jumping
Cutthroat trout (Salmo
clarki elarki) and rising
Carp (Cyprinus carpio).

Observation Tower
Here you get a
heron's-eye view of

the reserve. Endangered
Painted Turtles
(Chrysemys picta) love
the deep mud and shallow
water of the Cattail marsh
and so do all kinds of
frogs. Listen for the c-1-1-
ick of the Pacific Treefrog
(Hyla regilla),
